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Accomplishments during Naval career:

- Promoted to the position of Shore Base Crash and Fire Captain as a Third Class Petty
Officer. In this era you were normally a Senior Second or First Class Petty Officer.

-Implemented a shore base PQS/JQR program for the Crash Crews at NAS Rota Spain in
1978 (incorporated years before it became a shore base standard).

- Part of the team that won the prestigious “COMNAVAIRLANT”, Yellow Battle “E”
three consecutive years (1982, 1983 and 1984) onboard the USS AMERICA (CV 66).

- Maintained a 100% student graduation rate as an Instructor while assigned to NATTC
Detachment Norfolk, VA.

- 1 of 4 Air Bosn’s who founded and participated in the “COMNAVAIRLANT” Crash
and Salvage Olympics. This team building effort was dedicated to training the crash
crews in the protection of Navy assets and promoting healthy competition between them.
Chief Warrant Officer New’s “Crash Crew” won the Crash and Salvage Olympics four
times, 3 of which were consecutive!

- Serving as the Air Bos’n onboard the USS Dwight D. Eisenhower (CVN 69) and USS
John C. Stennis (CVN-74), his crash crews set the standard and held the fleet record on
three separate occasions with an overall 98% grade while attending Aircraft Firefighting
Shipboard Team Trainer (AFSTT) course.

- Single handedly orchestrated an historical event while stationed onboard the USS
Dwight D. Eisenhower (CVN 69). In 1992 he coordinated the on load of a stricken F-4
“Phantom” aircraft on board the IKE, and while at sea, permission was granted to set the
aircraft on fire. Under his direction the aircraft fire was extinguished then the deck
readied to actually jettison over the side. This provided invaluable training for the
Flight/Hangar Deck, Primary and Bridge watch teams.

- Designed a Visual Landing Aid (VLA) marking for wheel-stop coamings (still used in
the fleet), making it easer to spot ladders going into and coming out of the catwalks at
nighttime.

- Personally designed the “Non-Skid Quality Assurance” course that both CNATTU
Norfolk and CNATTU North Island currently use today to teach Sailors the proper
preparation for our Flight/Hangar decks prior to spraying of primer and application of
non-skid coatings. *During revision of course material, the Curriculum Course Manager
(CCMM), which is CNATTU-Norfolk, request his presence to ensure we have the most
up-to-date knowledge and equipment added to our curriculum,

- One example of how well his crews were trained became inherently apparent during a
night FRS-CQ period while stationed onboard the USS John C. Stennis (CVN 74). Bos'n
New had to have immediate surgery and could not get underway with the ship. During
the second night of FRS CQ, an F-14 “Tomcat™ landed and a malfunction to the Pilot’s
ejection seat caused him to eject unexpectedly with the aircraft in full power still
connected to the arresting gear wire. Flying debris from the canopy also injured the REO
causing him to become incapacitated. The “STENNIS” crash crew, led by ABHI
(AW/SW) Paul Hicks (now CWO3 Hicks/USS Kitty Hawk (CV 63), was able to lead his
crew in shutting down the aircraft and the safe rescue of the REO without any further
guidance from the chain of command. The way Bos'n New trained all his Flight
Deck/Hangar Bay teams over the years was first, “take the lead and always ensure the
readiness of your crew in the safety and protection of the Navy’s most valuable assets”,
and second, “nothing comes before the team.”
